The course aims to help students get acquainted with fundamental instrumental technique; furthermore it aims to help them develop major artistic skills, to provide them with the opportunity to implement music theory into practice, and to develop effective practice techniques with physical awareness. Upon successful completion of the course, students will have, increased musical perception through their advancement of technical skills and music understanding  and will be able to collaborate in various elementary and intermediate music activities as members of instrumental musical ensembles.

3.  CONTENTS
	This is a “free” elective course for the  Direction of Music Composition, and an elective course for the Direction of Music Science, and for some  Music Performance specializations. The course introduces fundamental instrumental techniques, expanding the musical perception of students through the study of an elective instrument. The student focuses on the performance of selected works of the standard repertoire depending on her/his technical level.  Particular emphasis is given to musical culture issues. The basic repertoire of the instrument covers various genres, periods and technical exercises. The curriculum per semester varies in style, period, genre and technical difficulties. The degree of difficulty increases per semester and is adapted to the specific characteristics and profile of each student.
