· Know how to write the part of each instrument of the symphonic orchestra.
· Be familiar with reading music scores for symphonic orchestras, and smaller ensembles.

COURSE CONTENT
	· Short presentation of the instruments of the symphonic orchestra and chamber music ensembles such as string quartet, string trio, piano trio, woodwind quintet, brass quintet, etc.
· The orchestral string instruments (violins, violas, cellos, double bass). Description and organ scale, history of manufacturing and development, repertoire, playing techniques.
· The orchestral woodwind instruments (with simple mouthpiece: flute and piccolo flute, single reed: clarinet and bass clarinet, saxophone, double reed: oboe, an English horn, a bassoon, contrabassoon). Description and organ scale, history of manufacturing and development, repertoire, playing techniques.
· The orchestral brass instruments (trumpet, horn, trombone, tuba). Description and organ scale, history of manufacturing and development, repertoire, playing techniques.
· The orchestral percussion instruments (drum, plates, xylophone, triangle, bass drum and others on occasion). Description and organ scale, on occasion, history of manufacturing and development, repertoire, playing techniques.
· Occasional instruments in orchestra: guitar, harp, piano, harpsichord, pipe organ. Description and organ scale, history of manufacturing and development, repertoire, playing techniques.
· Musical instruments as solo instruments. Expansion of capabilities and techniques, role differentiation. 
· The special effects of the instruments in the 20th century orchestra.
The course includes listening to audio examples in conjunction with the use of visual material (eg tables with musical instruments scales, trilles, harmonics and resonances for string instruments etc.). 
When possible, there is a live presentation of said musical instrument from a musical performer (student or otherwise).
