2. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	Learning Outcomes

	The course aims to introduce students to the basic concepts of choral praxis and to promote understanding and performance of different styles and periods of choral music.
Initially, each student is individually auditioned to be classified as a soprano, alto, tenor or bass based on his/hers vocal range. Upon vocal classification, students are assigned a weekly one-hour rehearsal with his/her voice group, as well as a two-hour tutti rehearsal, involving the whole choir.
Students are expected to develop their vocal abilities (vocal warm-up, resonation, etc.) and achieve the adequate performance of each choral text. Students become familiar with different musical requirements, in terms of style, as well as with reference works of the choral repertoire, ranging from the Renaissance to modern times. In order to get prepared for such a  wide range of repertoire, they are being trained in diction and musical interpretation of different languages, such as: Latin, English, German, Italian, etc. 
Overall, the main aim of the course is to integrate the individual music abilities of each student in a choral ensemble.
Upon successful completion of the course, the student:
· will be aware of his/her vocal abilities and will be able to use them in a choral ensemble,
· will have understood the basic principles of performance and interpretation of choral works ranging from the Renaissance to modern times,
· will have collaborated with fellow students and will have understood his/her value as a member of a music  ensemble.
· Finally, the student will be able to manage his/her vocal skills achieving phrasing, articulation, and historically informed interpretation-performance of various works of choral repertoire.
