	The main aim of the course is to study the theoretical problems of the New Method. In order to understand the theoretical handwritten texts, there are general paleography data that are given.

	· During the course we will examine and study the theoretical problems that have arisen from the 19th century onwards. 
· We will try to conceive a theoretical approach of the reform of the 19th and we will examine the reform interventions until today. 
· Special attention is paid to the presentation of Chrysanthos’ theoretical work, mainly through commentary on Great Theoretical and on the new efforts to enforce the new musical system.
· We are investigating the methodological assumption that the reform has not only affected the notation system, but also has made some alterations along with the solution of the theoretical problems. The impact of these has not yet seen in their entirety, neither in theory nor in practice.
Aiming at optimal understanding of the course content, the distribution of the workload is variable and depends on the educational process, which takes into consideration the level of the students, as well as their adaptability to the knowledge offered by the course.
