2. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	Learning Outcomes

	The course’s aim is to help students:
a)realize the width of the field of psychology of music and the relationship of this field with philosophy, psychology, physiology, physics, sociology, education and music therapy,
b) realize the large range of human skills associated with sound and music,
c) find out how music can be a connection for the communication of people with different age and skills, through bibliography, videos, comments and practices.
d) find out how music psychology can be very helpful in the clinical, industrial, educational fields and various types of social fields.
The main issues discussed in this course are: hearing, perception and understanding of sounds and music, acoustic ecology and Bioacoustics, emotion and music, musical preferences, the brain and music, the effects of the evolution and environmental factors in learning, interpretation and enjoyment of music, the stress of musical interpretation, etc.
If students successfully participate to the course:
· They will know the concepts of music, its social and personal functions.
· They will understand the biological basis of perception and understanding of music. 
· They will be aware of the brain evolution, the concept of plasticity, its basic functions and will they will understand the functions of memory, attention and perception. 
· They will know some evidence of developmental psychology of music.
· They will know the psychological and ethnomusicological approach of the music’s identity and musical preferences.  
· They will develop critical thinking regarding the emotional dimension of music, the interpretation of stress and the effect of listening to music psycho-emotional health.
· They will develop critical thinking as regards the meaning of music and the philosophical and sociological approaches.
· They will know what psychometric tools relating to musical skills and musical preferences are.
· They will understand the effect of music in all the evolutionary phases of mankind and will be able to know the differences between the field of music therapy and music pedagogy, as well as music in special education. 
· They will acquire research writing skills, analytical and critical thinking.
