3.  CONTENTS
	1st week: Woodwinds I (techniques - scale and combinations within symphonic orchestras of the early classicism - related terminology).
2nd week: Woodwinds II(the woodwind in the symphonic orchestra. Layout, quantitative correlation, first instrumentation exercises for woodwinds). 
3rd week: Brass I (scales - techniques - combinations - terminology).
4th week: Brass II (brass instruments in a symphonic orchestra. Instrumentation exercises. Emphasis on the logic of stringers and today’s use).  
5th week: Transcribing from piano to wind quintet.
6th week: String instruments I: strings - scales - bows - order in the score, technique terminology.
7th week: String instruments II: Timbral effects, harmonics, technical characteristics of string 
8th week: String instruments III: Homophonic, polyphonic and contrapuntal composition for string orchestra.
9th week: Transcribing piano for string orchestra and small mixed ensembles. 
10th week: Percussion: The use of percussion in classical orchestra, declining ensembles, combinations with the wind (especially brass) and strings instruments in a declining ensemble.
