2. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	Learning Outcomes

	The course introduces students to the didactic practices and learning processes involved in the teaching of music education in pre-school and primary education. The developmental psychology of infants and children is analyzed and an in-depth understanding of the musical developmental path of children from 3 to 12 years of age is developed. The philosophy and purposes of the curricula of music education, as projected through the IEP-MUSIC curriculum and the IEPC, are also analyzed.

In terms of teaching approaches, emphasis is placed on informal forms of learning, while enriching teaching methods to respond to the ever-changing social and cultural contexts of the classroom. An analysis is provided of the curriculum of music teaching as defined by the Ministry in the music curricula, as well as the ways of assessing students, the teacher and the music course itself. 

Finally, students are given the opportunity to practice within the classroom context of Corfu's primary schools. Students are given the opportunity to develop their repertoire (in songs, activities, composition, improvisation, and interdisciplinary and intercultural activities), strengthen their musical skills (singing, piano, guitar, ukulele) and learn to create lesson plans that appeal to kindergarten and all grades of elementary school. In addition to the practical training of the students (with micro-teaching in the classroom and with practical training in primary schools of Corfu), their creative skills (story writing, songwriting, songwriting, video creation, and others), as well as their theoretical knowledge (bibliographic study, research paper composition, APA formatting) are enhanced.

Upon successful completion of the course, students will be able to:

- Have knowledge of the child's developmental trajectory from preschool through the last grades of elementary school and have a deeper understanding of the musical skills of each age group, from 3 to 12 years. 

- Know the aims of music education as defined by the APS and the IEPC, and to have acquired a critical and thorough understanding of the curricula of all grades of primary education.

- Develop and document comprehensive music lesson plans for kindergarten and all grades of elementary school.

- Have developed teaching skills through micro-teaching in the classroom and in the context of practical training in schools.
- Be immersed in new teaching approaches and methods, such as experiential teaching, informal forms of learning, use of technologies, and intercultural approaches, and master the use of body percussion and classroom percussion instruments to achieve musical learning objectives.

- Have developed a spirit of collaboration through group projects and research projects completed during the semester with fellow students.
- Have mastered academic writing, analysis and critical thinking skills following the APA format.
