	Learning Outcomes

	1. General learning objective of the course:
To familiarize students with various techniques and different styles, creating a clear picture of the evolution of the composition in the 20th century through the interactions of various musical currents, schools and personas, institutionalized conditions and individual differences.
2. Objective or specific course objectives (expected results):
Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be able to:
· Group compositional techniques depending on musical parameters (rhythm, harmonic material, texture, timbre, form, metronomic indications, instrument techniques etc.).
· Know music techniques of the Middle Ages and the Renaissance, which are reused in a new form and content: Hoquetus, Hemiola, Rules, Symmetrical structural constructions, Isorythm/Isomelody, Quotation.
· Understand the influence of 'non-European' cultures in the creation of musical currents and techniques: Minimalism-postminimalism, ancient Greek and Indian rhythms (Messiaen), African polyphony and polyrythm (Ligeti, Simha Aron), Influence of eastern philosophical or religious tendencies (I-Ching, Zen-Cage), Indonesian polyphony tuning techniques (Harrison), Playing techniques influenced by cultural traditional instruments or different understanding of some parameters, e.g. Japanese garden architecture, as a factor determining the form in works by Takemitsu.
· Combine the dominant currents and schools with the corresponding techniques that define them (impressionism, twelve-tone technique, serialism, aleatorism, minimalism, spectral music, musique concrete instrumental, algorithmic composition, trends and schools of postmodern period).
· Analyze the work and techniques of composers who did not belong to / did not create a school (Bartok, Stravinsky, Christou, Xenakis).
· Understand the different way of displaying characteristic concepts (random, chaos) and types of musical symbols, depending on specific composers.
· Understand that a method of music analysis (Allen Forte) can now function as a composition technique (set theory).

3.  CONTENTS
	Through the study of works, example analysis and specific exercises, the students are taught the dominant currents and the corresponding composition techniques of 20th century, such as impressionism, serialism, twelve-tone technique, serialism, aleatorism, minimalism, spectral music, etc.. Similarly we examine the use of historical composition techniques, such as isorythm, ostinato, imitation etc. in the context of contemporary musical creation.
