	The student is asked to write a work for a solo wind instrument and a trio (wind, string, piano). The method involves, firstly, familiarity with the classic repertoire of these bodies and subsequently, the acquaintance with modern techniques by studying the relevant specialised bibliography, and related list of works. The issues of notation, style and aesthetics, identity, form and content, homogeneity and material economy, are the subject of the lectures and the supervision of individual efforts of students, with the intention to familiarise the students with the composing process both during the pre-compositional stage, and with finalizing their musical work.
