2. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	Learning Outcomes

	This course examines the learning and teaching of music in relation to human growth, the learning environment, as well as the skills, characteristics and practices of an effective music teacher. Topics covered in this course include:
a) development theories according to Bronfenbrenner (bio-ecological theory of development), Piaget (cognitive development), Vygotsky (socio-cultural theory of cognitive development), Erikson (theory of psychosocial development) Kohlberg (moral development theory) and Freud (theory on psycho-sexual development),
b) culture-based knowledge diversity, language, gender, socioeconomic status, as well as various forms of disability,
c) motives during the learning process and the characteristics of a teacher, of a classroom, of teaching approaches and the learning climate that strengthens these approaches, 
d) how to manage a classroom and how to train students to self-regulate their own behavior.
More specifically, issues that are also dealt with during this course are: how a music pedagogue can tackle student behaviors related to sexuality, the effect that the contribution and practices of music have towards the prevention and addressing of school violence, technology as an educational tool and its possibilities, as well as the risks that technology poses when it is used unnecessarily and uncontrollably by both teachers and students, working in groups and the group development stages according to Tuckman etc. 
If students successfully participate to the course, they:
· Will be able to understand the basic theories of development and how they can use them as the basis for teaching music. 
· Will understand what it takes to teach “effectively” and to become a music teacher that follows the stochastic model of learning.
· Will become aware of the main brain functions and will gain insight into the memory, attention and perception functions, from the point of view of music engagement and learning.
· Will understand stereotypes and prejudices regarding diversity(culture, language, gender, ethnicity, socio-economic background, disabilities) that affect thinking and learning.
· Will gain insight into how is teaching in a multicultural school environment in the 21st century.  
· Will comprehend the way to motivate students and make them a part of the learning process.
· Will develop their critical thinking concerning the management of learning and of an effective environment that promotes the learning process.
· Will gain insight into learner-centered teaching techniques (inquiry-based learning, self-regulated learning, collaborative learning).  
· Will understand ways of student assessment, of the learning process, of teachers, of self-evaluation and external assessment.  
· Will develop skills such as academic writing and analytical and critical thinking.

· Brain function, its development, memory, attention, perception, information and knowledge processing, and meta-learning skills “learning to learn” in relation to music teaching - learning
· Diversity, culture and multiculturalism associated with teaching methods in music class
· Course design methods aiming to a direct and effective teaching
· Management of the school environment, analysis of student behavior and ways of conflict resolution within the class 
· The importance of assessment: Initial, formative and summative assessment
· Reflective practice and critical thinking of the music teacher
· The four skills “Four Cs” of an effective teacher in the 21st century
