3.  CONTENTS
	1st week: String instruments in the 19th and 20th century I: articulation, harmonics, playing techniques, timbral effects, terminology.
2nd week: String instruments in the 19th and 20th century II: homophonic, polyphonic and contrapuntal composition for strings.  
3rd week: String instruments in the 19th and 20th century III: transcription exercises from piano to string orchestra. The string orchestra in accompaniment types.
4th week: The orchestral woodwind instruments in the 19th and 20th century: timbral combinations, homophonic, polyphonic and contrapuntal composition for woodwinds.
5th week: The percussion of the orchestra: aerophones, membranophones, cordophones and idiophones. Listening of distinctive works from the repertoire of the 19th and 20th century.
6th week: The orchestral brass: scales, sub-combinations, sordines, playing techniques. 
7th week: Introduction to composing for full symphonic orchestras I: Arrangement, melody, inner voices and accompaniment types of the 19th century. 
8th week: Introduction to composing for full symphonic orchestras II: Arrangement, melody, inner voices and accompaniment types of the 20th century. 
9th week: Introduction to composing for full symphonic orchestras III: The concerto. Accompaniment types in the orchestra
10th week: Piano scores transcription exercises in small and gradually larger orchestras.
11th week: Piano scores transcription exercises in extensive sets and full orchestras.
12th week: Specialized, unconventional playing techniques of the instruments of the orchestra in the 20th century. Explanation of the relevant notation.
13th week: The orchestra in the movies. Quotation of historical scores and presentation of musical passages’ features.
