2. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	Learning Outcomes

	In this course students are introduced to the teaching of music education in secondary or intermediate education. The philosophy and purposes of music education curricula, as presented through the IEP - YPEΘ curriculum, are analyzed. Extensive references are made to developmental and social psychology theories relevant to adolescents and young people. Reference is also made to teaching approaches recommended for secondary education, in comparison with teaching strategies for younger children, as well as to the curriculum of music teaching in general secondary education and in music schools, and to ways of evaluating students, the teacher and the music course. Finally, all students engage in practicums and teach music classes in high schools. In addition to the practical nature of the course, an important part of the course involves the theoretical training of students in areas of music pedagogy. Thus, students are directed on how to find literature (scientific books and journals), as they often undertake individual bibliographic or research presentations in class on a particular topic, or presentations of articles, books or book chapters.
Upon successful completion of the course, students will:

· have understood the developmental path of the adolescent and the importance of music in the creation of their social identity.

· have knowledge of the aims of music education in secondary education as defined by the APS and the IEPC and will have acquired a critical and thorough understanding of the curricula of the three grades of the secondary school and the first grade of the high school.

· be able to conceptualize, organize and describe detailed lesson plans for music units as set out in music education textbooks.
· have developed teaching-learning skills through micro-teaching tasks in the classroom and in the context of practical training in Corfu high schools.

· have understood ways of integrating the musical preferences of adolescent students within the music lesson.

· develop critical thinking about ways of evaluating students, teachers, the course and other aspects involved in the learning process.

· have developed music teaching skills and will have immersed themselves in teaching approaches to informal and formal music learning.

· have developed a comfort level of collaboration through collaborative group work and group micro-teaching in the classroom.

· have mastered skills in research structure, writing, analysis and critical thinking.

3.  CONTENTS
	The modules are:

· The place of music in the educational program, the ontological, philosophical, and psychological dimension of music

· Music Pedagogy and research, aiming at the literature research of music pedagogy
· The creation of a year's lesson plan, module planning and individual lessons

· The developmental and social theories of psychology for the age group from 12 to 17 years and the relationship of the adolescent with music (self-image, musical identity, musical self-definition, social identity)

· The sound-action-symbol tripole, 'auditory' informal learning (Green), participatory, active, engaging, and deep listening (Campbell)

· Repertoire selection, vocal range, transposition, body-singing techniques

· Structured, semi-structured, and free improvisation, thematic musical conversations, percussion circle and body percussion

· Experimentation in song composition, adaptation and performance and the use of new technologies in music practice in the classroom (audio, video, video and score editing software)

· The role of pop music and its integration in the classroom (the 'listening' approach) and world music and its integration

· Music as a language of communication, ways of involving adolescents in the music learning process

· Analysis of examples of music education research (case studies, phenomenology, action research and ethnography)
