The course aims to develop a more modern (and at the same time appealing) orientation in musical creation, not only offering a substantial and essentially constantly updated theoretical knowledge and technical experience, but, also, nurturing a modern combinative and comparative way of understanding of vocal music, sound and art in general.

3.  CONTENTS
	Different ways, techniques and aesthetics of musical composition are studied, with mandatory use of texts - poetry or prose, Greek or foreign. The course begins with the studies of Karl Bücher on the birth of singing in early human societies and its archetypal inseparable relationship to human activity - private and public. We focus on the study of the range of “setting to music” techniques in the 20th century, through vocal works of composers such as Igor Stravinsky, Arnold Shoenberg, Luciano Berio, John Cage, Iannis Xenakis, but also songwriters such as Beatles, Pink Floyd, Laurie Anderson, Nick Cave, Bjork. Reference is also made in Greek songs, studying the absorption of traditional music by rembetiko and the influence of the latter on major Greek songwriters like Hadjidakis, Mamangakis Platonos etc.
