2. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	Learning Outcomes

	The course "Intercultural Music Education" focuses on teaching music coming from various musical cultures, promoting the understanding of the "other", the "different". Drawing on the musical analysis methodologies applied by ethnomusicology, the course focuses on folk or traditional music coming from different cultures, as well as on music genres of "world music" or "ethnic music". Students study a variety of music cultures and styles, depending on the interests of each group, and learn how to use several musical practices, as well as various teaching approaches to the teaching of music of other cultures. Within the context of intercultural education, an open example of music education is being promoted that encourages intercultural dialogue and increases empathy, understanding and communication with other music cultures, people, and scientific fields.
Students learn to listen and to teach Greek music, as well as other musical traditions that perhaps were not aware of in the past. They are being immersed in the teaching methodology of music coming from other cultures, through listening, performing and improvisation-composition, in order to be able to transform a music lesson to a lived experience for their students. Issues originating from the field of ethnomusicological research are being examined, such as authenticity, globalization, the current functions of traditional music, learning music in folk or traditional cultures, etc. Issues of intercultural education and diversity are also being studied and how these can be implemented through music teaching and learning. The students come in touch with presentations and practical applications in order to get familiar with teaching music coming from other cultures. 
Upon successful completion of this course, students are expected to:
· Familiarize themselves with basic methodologies of music analysis, applied by ethnomusicology.
· Get familiar with the traditional music of several cultures and with the "world music", "ethnic music" and "hybrid music" genres.
· Use a variety of musical practices and teaching approaches in teaching music of other cultures.
· Have understood the context of intercultural education and be able to comprehend and apply basic principles of music education. Music education promotes intercultural dialogue and increases empathy, understanding and communication with other music cultures, people, and scientific fields.
· Organize activities based on listening, performance and improvisation-composition of teaching music that comes from different cultures.
· Have acquired critical thinking concerning concepts such as globalization, diversity, authenticity, hybrid creation, teaching and learning, all that in relation to Greek and other musical traditions.
