2. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	Learning Outcomes

	Advanced knowledge is provided in the cross-section field of radio studies with electroacoustic music, involving  critical understanding of theories and aesthetic forms in relation to radio art (radio art or musique radiophonique) as the art of sound (sonic art). 
Students develop the ability to:
· Understand the technological basis of radio operation.
· Describe the historical evolution of Radio Art as a special category of creative sound art and identify / classify characteristic works of its repertoire.
· Identify key categories of types and forms of Radio Art
· Identify the three key dimensions of meaning production which are possible through the exclusive use of sound.
· Create their own work in the context of radio art

3.  CONTENTS
	1st week:
Technological basis of Radio Operation with reference to its historical development. 
2nd week:
i. The content of a radio broadcast. Historical development with emphasis on its artistic dimension. Critical explanation of the established role and morphological model of the contemporary radio as part of the mass media.
ii. 3rd week:
iii. Pioneering radio experimenters I. Faces, aesthetic suggestions, repertoire (correlation with characteristic movements of the early 20th century, such as Dada and futurism).
iv. 4th week:
v. Pioneering radio experimenters II. People, aesthetic proposals, repertoire (Interwar).
vi. 5th week:
vii. The Radio Theater as the meeting point of the creative artistic intentions of the radio.
viii. 6th week:
ix. Critical analysis of characteristic works of the Radio Theater Preparation - first discussion on the final assignment (composition of an original radio project).
x. 7th week:
xi. The organization of artistic expression on the radio based on the "example" of the Radio theater. The three narrative levels (voice, music, sound objects / events).
xii. 8th week:
xiii. The Evolution of Radio Theater. The Neues Hoerspiel.
xiv. 9th week:
xv. The functional elimination of independence of the three narrative levels as a tool for the creation of radio art. Detailed consideration of this category as sound art. 
xvi. 10th week:
xvii. Critical analysis of characteristic works of contemporary radio art.
xviii. 11th week:
xix. Radio Art in the world today. Ars Acoustica, Kunstradio etc.
xx. 12th week:
xxi. Advisory open discussion on the final assignment, concerning the composition of an original radio project.
xxii. 13th week:
xxiii. Presentation of final assignments.
