10th week: Intellectual property in the digital age. Download and streaming. Digital performance Digital delivery. Technological measures of protection (TMP) of intellectual property and rights management (e.g., Digital Rights Management)
11th week: Contracts, publishers, collective management organizations and rights. Related rights. Contracts for on-line use of music. Duration of copyright protection. Collective works.
