	The student is asked to produce a work for a string quartet and a set of variations for piano solo. The methodology includes, in the first place, becoming familiar with the classical repertoire of these instruments and then getting to know modern techniques through the study of the relevant specialized bibliography, and list of works. Issues of notation, style and aesthetics, identity, form and content, homogeneity and material economy are the subject of both lectures and the supervision of students’ individual efforts, with a view to familiarizing them with the composition process both in the pre-composition stage and during the final formation of the musical work.
