	Learning Outcomes

	This module is divided into two subject areas: A. Composition for the Performance Arts και B. Composition of Electroacoustic Music.
It aims at fostering and improving the independent research and creative work relating to the production of the original work. It includes, depending on the focus (A. or B.), a wide range of  subject areas,  which  aim to make students professionally competent :
· at a creative-artistic level as composers, orchestrators and music producers of various kinds of music, employable in any type of professional activity that requires a creative relationship with music
· technical skills related to the organization of musical production and rehearsal management and concert organization
· in the use of modern audio technology to a very high level
· at an educational   level:   able to teach (At least concerning the material and methodology of  musical composition)
Both  specializations are oriented with respect to the content and methods of implementation of this module, in the development of a reflection on the cutting edge of advances, regarding the aesthetics and technologies of the international contemporary music creation, not only offering a substantial and essentially constant updated theoretical knowledge and technical experience to students, but cultivating an open and "synthetic" (meaning comparative and combinatorial) having in mind the understanding of music for mixed instruments, audio and Art in general.

3. COURSE CONTENT

	As part of the course the student is asked to choose between:

	
	A. Composition for the Performance Arts Creating and producing/performing a music composition using techniques, tools and theories relevant to the composition, orchestration and sound design for all mixed media – e.g. Theater, Dance, Cinema, Art Facilities, etc. In addition to the above, issues relating to each composer as producer, responsible for the rehearsals of the performance and sometimes performer, economic negotiator, and responsible for promoting and publicizing of his/her work are introduced and discussed.
	B. Composition of Electroacoustic Music Creation of a composition of an extended project or set of electroacoustic music works of any genre, i.e. recorded means (fixed media), for two or more audio channels, or mixed electroacoustic music or sound component for multimedia applications (e.g. picture / video, cinema, radio, show etc.) or a combination thereof.
The course has the form of personal monitoring of the student’s work progress. The student at the beginning of the semester plans - with the help of the supervisor - and submits a research plan/ creative proposal where he/she describes the genre and the type of the final project or set of projects, composition objectives and methods of implementation, the bibliography / discography by which he/she would support the analytical and critical relationships with his/her material and his/her creative approach in the course of project implementation, and an estimate of the gradual progress of this project during the semester. The student has weekly meetings with their supervisor and the work progress is monitored, the composed work is critically discussed, possible solutions are proposed to current problems and useful references are also suggested.

3. COURSE CONTENT

	The course Dissertation II includes the research, study and presentation / execution in the form of a recital-concert of a musical programme. In all subjects the presentation of A program is expected representative major applied area works of different musical eras and stylistic influences. The general degree of the interpretation or/and Od the rechnical difficulty of the program is up. Duration of the program works: 50-60 λεπτά of pure music.
The individual special conditions relating to program selection for each artistic Object described in the Rules of procedure of the Department of Music Studies.

Here are examples of program selection criteria by artistic area:

Specialization Orchestra Instruments- Flute:
Program with works for flute solo, flute and piano and chamber music of 55 minutes minimum duration from 4 different musical eras with one being a work from the baroque period, a master repertoire idiomatic work (Taffanel: Fantaisie sur le Freyschutz, Böhm: Grande Polonaise op.16) and a work written after 1950. By memory performance is required for a flute solo work or for flute and piano.

Specialization Orchestra String Instruments (violin, viola, cello, cello, double bass): (Program with works for solo orchestra instrument, orchestral instrument and piano, chamber music of 55 minutes duration, different musical eras, master repertoire work and at least one work of contemporary repertoire.

Specialization: Piano:
Ensemble of at least four works of different historical periods (baroque, classical or/and romantic era or/and contemporary music). For example, Partita/ Toccata Bach, Sonata Haydn / Mozart / Beethoven, Chopin / Brahms / Liszt or composers’ works of the 20th/21st century. The ensemble of works may also have a thematic character and focus on a composer or an era depending on the competences and inclinations of each student.

Specialization: Piano Pedagogy
Public presentation of a recital-lecture of 80 minutes duration. The recital repertoire is carefully chosen to include works of the standard repertoire for piano from different eras and styles. For example, Prelude / Fugue Bach, Sonata Haydn / Mozart / Beethoven, Chopin works, Schumann or composers’ works of the 20th/21st century. The duration of the musical programme is 50 minutes, while the lecture lasts 30 minutes.

	This module includes the preparation of a dissertation by the students in a subject of their choice, under the supervision of a member of the Department’s educational staff. The student may produce either one or two Dissertations (in the 9th or/and 10th semester, in particular subject areas). 
The aim of this dissertation is to help the student systematize and apply the knowledge acquired in his/her undergraduate studies and to delve deeper in a specific subject.
Upon successful completion of the dissertation the student will be able to:
· know in depth and be able to describe the relevant bibliography of the subject he/she investigates,
· analyze the problems of the field that he/she investigates critically,
· delve deeper into a specific scientific subject and to express the results of his/her research with his/her own original way,
· present the project and its results in public and answer questions about it.

3. COURSE CONTENT

	The student chooses a topic in consultation with the supervisor, on the following areas:

9th semester: 1) Topics in Modern Greek Music I, 2) Special Topics in Greek Ecclesiastical Music History, 3) Special Topics of Music Psychology, 4) Live Electronic Music, 5) Music Production I, 6) Music Interpretation I, 7) Music Cultures.
ο
10th semester: 1) Topics in Modern Greek Music II, 2) Topics in Music Analysis Epistemology, 3) Philosophical, Aesthetic and Semantic Breakthroughs in Music, 4) Topics in the Theory of Byzantine Music, 5) Contemporary Trends in Music Pedagogy, 6) Audio Arts, 7) Music Production II, 8) Music Interpretation II.
Then, the student undertakes an in-depth investigation of the bibliography, identifies the existing gaps, documents the originality of the project’s subject, defines the objectives and reflects the project’s plan. The collected data are presented to the supervisor as an experimental or theoretical research plan which may be implemented following his/her approval. During the next stage, the student is trained in the methods and techniques involved in the research proposal and makes the necessary preparations for its realization. The dissertation includes a small-scale research (literature review, case study or field research). The student presents his/her dissertation developing his/her own initiative, while he/she is guided at all stages by the supervisor-teacher. Analysis and reporting of results follows the writing and documentation of the research for the dissertation.
I. Investigation of the bibliography and identifying the gaps
II. Setting the objective and research questions of the project, design of the project plan to be followed.
III. Deciding the research methodology and documentation of the project originality.
IV. Training methods and techniques included in the research proposal and preparation for its conducting.
V. Conducting the research (pilot educational application or case study).
VI. Analysis and reporting of results.
VII. Writing and documentation of the research for the dissertation.
