	  Opera, or as it is called, the education of an actor/singer on lyric theater,  calls for a balanced development of vocal and stage techniques for voice majors. The training aims for the development of  the technical skills, that will enable the combination of vocal technique with physical expression. The development of the basic technique is associated with the physical aspects and challenges  that young singers have to face during their vocal training. This can be achieved by targeted training in major roles of operatic repertoire, focusing on individual or group scenes  in order to promote awareness of each role’s particular challenges. This class aims to prepare each and every student  to cope with the difficulties of various roles from the lyric theater repertoire, implementing a number of varied performance and aesthetic approaches.
