The main venue for the Festival perform-
ances is the auditorium of the University,
housed in the historic lonian Academy build-
ing that dates in its present form from 1725.
In the beginning it was a military barracks,
the Grimani Barracks, and after 1824 became
the home of the lonian Academy, which was
the first Greek university. Following the clo-
sure of the University, the building housed
the Public Library.

On the 14th September, 1943, the Library
was destroyed, burned down in a German
bombing raid. It was rebuilt at the end of
the 20th century in order to meet various
school and university needs.

The auditorium of the lonian Academy, with
its excellent acoustics, has been designed to
accommodate the performances organised
by the Department of Music Studies of the
lonian University. It is fully air-conditioned
and ergonomically designed so that each of
the 350 members of the audience can follow
performances in ideal conditions.

St. George’s Church A large basilica, in the
style of an ancient Doric temple, it was
built about 1840 and functioned as the
official Anglican church during the time of
the British Protectorate. Inside, the space
is divided into three aisles by two series of
iron columns, which also support a women's
gallery, in the shape of a Greek .

In 1864 the church was re-consecrated as a
Greek Orthodox place of worship, and an
iconostasis was added that originated from
St. Spyridon’s Church in the town of Corfu;
there were a number of icons of great value,
some of which were attributed to Tzannes,
the great icon-painter. For the last ten years,
the church has been made available for
cultural events of the highest quality.

This was built by the Venetians upon the
remains of a Byzantine castle and was com-
pleted in two stages. During the first period
(1400-1500) the Venetians strengthened the
Byzantine walls and dug the Contra Fossa
moat, turning the promontory into an artifi-
cial island accessed by a movable bridge.
The works continued in the second period
(16th-18th centuries) and completed with
the additions and alterations made by the
British. Today two impressive bastions re-
main, which bear the names of the Italian
engineers Martinengo and Savorgnan, as
well as later British buildings and accretions,
such as the church of St. George, built in
1840 as a basilica with Doric columns. Most
of the churches and other buildings have
however been destroyed, most important
amongst them the Palace of the Venetian
Proveditore.

It is placed in beside the Palace of Saint
Michael and Saint George Gardens (a unique
sightseeing venue of the city of Corfu). It is
a balcony above the sea whish offers great
view, quite atmosphere and refreshing envi-
ronment. Plants and trees are brought here
by the British (1814-1864). Art Café is an
ideal place for concerts as it can be reached
easily from the city: despite that fact that it
is in one of the most central spots, it isolates
surprisingly from the noise of the road.

Since 2002 the ‘Flagginis’ familly house is
functioning as an Arts Centre with multiple
usages. The variety of arts activities includ-
ing books presentations, theatre produc-
tions and music performances at the open
air theatre in the gardens of the Flagginis
house compose the cultural identity of the
activities of the Anemomilos Association
and the local society.

‘Nikos Kourkoulos' is an amazing open air
theatre in Palaiokastritsa. It is located op-
posite the Monastery of the Virgin and
Aggelokastro. The theatre was built in 2007
in honor of the great Greek actor, originat-
ing from Corfu, Nikos Kourkoulas, where
it took its name and it has the capacity of
1,400 spectators.

At the beginning of the 20th century the San
Giacomo theatre was converted into town
hall. At the same time a theatre was built to
meet the needs of the theatre lovers. With
the capacity of 1000 people and immaculate
acoustic, the Corfu Town Hall was consid-
ered as one of the best in Europe. The first
performance was given in 1902 and for the
subsequent years was the centre of excel-
lence. Unfortunately, the Municipal Theatre
was destroyed on the night of 13 September
1943. It was the night the city got burned
by the Germans. In 1952, the town council
decided to demolish the building, following
the advice of an expert group.

In 1980, the new Municipal Theatre was
built. The architect was the Corfiot Periklis
Sakellarios follower of the modern architec-
ture movement.

The Palace of Saint Michael and Saint George
stands at the northern end of the Esplanade,
and was built of Maltese stone between
1814 and 1824 in Georgian style, under the
first Lord High Commissioner, Sir Thomas
Maitland, to a design by Sir George Whit-
more. Throughout the period of the British
Protectorate it was the official seat of the
Commissioner. It has two wings, dedicated
to the Archangel Michael and Saint George,
and the main entrance which looks towards
the square is fronted by a colonnade in Dor-
ic style. The Palace, once a residence of the
Greek royal family, was completely restored
in 1994 to host the European Leaders Sum-
mit Conference. The recent years it's hosting
the Asian Art Museum of Corfu.

Achillion is situated just outside the village
of Gastouri, this building is surely the high-
light of the island. Everyone who visits Corfu
also visits this site to see the Palace which
once belonged to the Empress Elisabeth of
Austria, known as Sissi. The Palace was built
in 1890 in neo-classical style. Statues depict-
ing the Nine Muses, Shakespeare, Lord Byron
and of course Achilles Dying and Achilles Tri-
umphant, adorn the garden to remind us of
the lonely Empress. The garden and its view
are without doubt magnificent. After the as-
sassination of Elisabeth in 1898 the Palace
stood empty until 1907 when it was bought
by Kaiser Wilhelm Il of Germany, who for a
few years occupied it on a seasonal basis.
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
