viving culture at its best. A message of
humanism and higher aesthetics that
could create a smile, at least for a few
moments under the breeze of Corfiat

ST. GEORGE’S CHURCH

St. George’s Church A large basilica, in
the style of an ancient Doric temple, it
was built about 1840 and functioned
as the official Anglican church during
the time of the British Protectorate.
Inside, the space is divided into three
aisles by two series of iron columns,
which also support a women'’s gallery,
in the shape of a Greek . In 1864 the
church was re-consecrated as a Greek
Orthodox place of worship, and an
iconostasis was added that originat-
ed from St. Spyridon’s Church in the
town of Corfu; there were a number
of icons of great value, some of which
were attributed to Tzannes, the great
icon-painter. For the last ten years, the
church has been made available for
cultural events of the highest quality.

ACHILEION PALACE

Situated just outside the village of
Gastouri, this building is surely the
highlight of the island. Everyone who
visits Corfu also visits this site to see
the Palace which once belonged

to the Empress Elisabeth of Austria,
known as Sissi. The Palace was built
in 1890 in neo-classical style, and a
huge amount of money was squan-
dered on its lavish and overpowering
embellishment. Statues depicting
the Nine Muses, Shakespeare, Lord
Byron and of course Achilles Dying
and Achilles Triumphant, adorn the
garden to remind us of the lonely
Empress. The garden and its view are
without doubt magnificent. After the
assassination of Elisabeth in 1898 the
Palace stood empty until 1907 when
it was bought by Kaiser Wilhelm Il of
Germany, who for a few years occu-
pied it on a seasonal basis. Today, the
personal possessions of the former
owners are on display in a small
museum, and are the focus of the
camera lenses of the many visitors.

ANTIVOUNIOTISSA

Housed in the Church of the Blessed
Virgin Antivouniotissa (single-nave,
wooden-roofed basilica with exon-
arthex on three sides ) which is one
of the oldest and richest churches in
Corfu, representative of the ‘lonian
basilica’style. Since 1984 it has been
home to a fine collection of icons and
relics, including important works dat-
ing from the 15th to 19th centuries,
by known and unknown artists, un-
derlining at a high aesthetic level the
mingling of Byzantine tradition with
western influences. From Tzafouri,
Michael Damaskinos and Emmanuel
Lombardos to Emmanuel Tzanes, Vic-
tor and Michael Avrami: five centuries
of religious art are represented at the
Antivouniotissa Museum.

CORFU MUNICIPAL
THEATRE

At the beginning of the 20th century
the San Giacomo theatre was convert-
ed into town hall. At the same time a
theatre was built to meet the needs of
the theatre lovers. With the capacity of
1000 people and immaculate acoustic,
the Corfu Town Hall was considered as
one of the best in Europe. The first per-
formance was given in 1902 and for
the subsequent years was the centre
of excellence. Unfortunately, the Mu-
nicipal Theatre was destroyed on the
night of 13 September 1943. It was
the night the city got burned by the
Germans. In 1952, the town council
decided to demolish the building, fol-
lowing the advice of an expert group.
In 1980, the new Municipal Theatre
was built. The architect was the Cor-
fiot Periklis Sakellarios follower of the
modern architect movement.

IONIAN ACADEMY

The main venue for the Festival per-
formances is the auditorium of the
University, housed in the historic lo-
nian Academy building that dates
in its present form from 1725. In the
beginning it was a military barracks,
the Grimani Barracks, and after 1824
became the home of the lonian Acad-
emy, which was the first Greek univer-
sity. Following the closure of the Uni-
versity, the building housed the Public
Library.

On the 14th September, 1943, the Li-
brary was destroyed, burned down in
a German bombing raid. It was rebuilt
at the end of the 20th century in order
to meet various school and university
needs.

The auditorium of the lonian Acad-
emy, with its excellent acoustics, has
been designed to accommodate the
performances organized by the De-
partment of Music Studies of the loni-
an University. Itis fully air-conditioned
and ergonomically designed so that
each of the 350 members of the audi-
ence can follow performances in ideal
conditions.
