‘Watering” originated as o solo live-electronics performance presented at the EMPACT
conference "The Art of Thinking Like a Mountain” , held at Cyprus University of Technology. Following
financial support from the European COST Action Toolkit of Care, the project underwent significant
development during a residency at APO33. It was performed and exhibited as o multichannel sound art
composition at La Plateforme Intermédia in Nontes. Currently, through the Creative Europe program Culture
Moves Europe, funded by the European Union and implemented by the Goethe Institute, Watering” has
evolved into o collective work, co-created by myself and the Asabe members: Aliki Karali, loannis Vardokis,
Frankiskos Kovaios, Thanos Tsavouselis, Alexandros Sifakis, Dimitris Matsoukas.

Thematically, W atering” delves into the issue of underwater sound pollution ond its detrimental impact on
marine life. Rather than relying on descriptive approaches, the ensemble responds to the theme by intuitively
and abstractly embodying the aquatic species, the underwater soundscope, ond the noise.

Sound artist, musician and overtone singer, originally from a valley of northern Tuscany and roomer in
different places of the Mediterranean area, she is actually based in Bologna, working with sound in music,
audiovisuals, performances and installations.

With a colourful path of studies (in humanities, design and communication, electronic music and sound design)
and a multidirectional interest in sound and music, her activity has always been gravitating around many
points of attraction: such as choral music, soundscape studies, traditional folk music repertoires, space
composition and the collaborative dimension of making music. One of the things that fascinated her the most
in recent years is the research made around a sound installation project on frog voices and ancient ruins that
she realised between the Electronic Music School of Bologna and the lonian University of Corfu for her
master’'s degree.

She collaborates with Tempo Reale, the esteemed centre for musical research, production and education in
Florence founded by Luciano Berio and she works on overtones singing projects with the [talian composer
Roberto Laneri.
