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Article 1. General Provisions

1.1 The Department of Foreign Languages, Translation and Interpreting of the
School of Humanities of the lonian University organizes, in accordance with the pro-
visions of Law 4957/2022 (Government Gazette 141, issue A/21-7-2022), a Postgrad-
uate Studies Program (MA) entitled “Security and Cultural Heritage Studies” which
leads to a Postgraduate Diploma in the relevant fields of knowledge.

1.2 The structure, organization and operation of the above Foreign Language Post-
graduate Studies Program (MA) are determined in the founding act and are based
on the provisions of the relevant Laws and Ministerial Decisions.

1.3 Attendance at the Postgraduate Studies Program is full-time.

1.4 The provisions of this Regulation, as analyzed below, specify the legislative
framework for the postgraduate studies and regulate, in a uniform manner, issues
of operation of the Postgraduate Studies Program in accordance with applicable leg-

islation.

Article 2. Subject - Specializations - Diploma

2.1 The MA in Security and Cultural Heritage Studies aims to educate and specialize
students in the sustainable management and development of cultural heritage and
related activities.

2.2 The MA in Security and Cultural Heritage Studies prepares students for a success-
ful career in various fields, such as cultural heritage protection, security and risk man-
agement, international relations and diplomacy. Graduates can work in government
agencies, international governmental and non-governmental organizations, cultural
institutions or private companies dealing with issues of security and/or protection
and management of cultural heritage.

2.3 The MA in Security and Cultural Heritage Studies awards a Postgraduate Diploma

in “Security and Cultural Heritage Studies”.

Article 3. Bodies of the MA

3.1 The competent bodies for the operation of the Postgraduate Studies Program in
accordance with Law 4957/2022 are: a) At the Institution level, the Postgraduate
Studies Committee and the Senate and b) At the Department level, the competent
bodies are the Department Assembly, the Coordinating Committee and the Director
of the Postgraduate Studies Program.

3.2 The Department Assembly.

The responsibilities of the Department Assembly are to:
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a) establish Committees to evaluate the applications of prospective postgraduate
students and approve their registration in the MA,

b) assign the teaching work to the MA lecturers,

c) recommend to the Senate the amendment of the decision establishing the MA, as
well as the extension of the duration of the MA,

d) establish examination committees to examine the theses of postgraduate students
and appoint the supervisor for each thesis,

e) ascertain the successful completion of the studies, in order to award the MA title,
f) approve the MA report, following a recommendation from the Coordinating Com-
mittee (CC).

By decision of the Department Assembly, the responsibilities of points a) and d) may
be transferred to the Coordinating Committee of the Postgraduate Program.

3.3 The Coordinating Committee (CC).

The CC consists of the Director of the Postgraduate Program and four (4) members
of the Department's Teaching and Research Staff and emeritus professors who have
a relevant field of study to that of the Postgraduate Program and undertake teaching
work at the Postgraduate Program. The members of the CC are determined by deci-
sion of the Department's Assembly. The CC is responsible for monitoring and coordi-
nating the operation of the program and in particular:

a) prepares the initial annual budget for the Postgraduate Program, and its amend-
ments,

b) prepares the report of the program and recommends its approval to the Depart-
ment Assembly,

c) approves the implementation of expenses and may transfer this responsibility to
the Director of the MA,

d) approves the granting of scholarships, remunerative or not, in accordance with
what is defined in the decision establishing the MA and the Regulation of postgradu-
ate and doctoral studies,

e) recommends to the Department Assembly the distribution of the teaching work,
as well as the assignment of teaching work to the categories of teachers of article 83,
Law No. 4957/2022,

f) recommends to the Department Assembly the invitation of Visiting Professors to
cover the teaching needs of the MA,

g) prepares a plan for amending the curriculum, which it submits to the Department
Assembly,

h) recommends to the Department Assembly the redistribution of courses between
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academic semesters, as well as issues related to the qualitative upgrading of the cur-
riculum.

i) examines any issue that arises regarding the MA.

3.4 The Director of the MA

The Director of the MA comes from the faculty members of the Department, by pri-

ority a Professor or an Associate Professor, and is appointed by decision of the De-
partment Assembly for a two-year term, with the possibility of renewal without lim-
itation.

The Director of the Postgraduate Program has the following responsibilities:

a) chairs the CC, draws up the agenda and convenes its meetings,

b) proposes issues concerning the organization and operation of the Postgraduate
Program to the Department Assembly,

c) proposes issues concerning the effective operation of the Postgraduate Program
to the CC and the other bodies of the Postgraduate Program and the Higher Educa-
tion Institution (HEI),

d) is the Scientific Director of the program and exercises the corresponding respon-
sibilities,

e) monitors the implementation of the decisions of the Postgraduate Program bodies
and the Internal Regulations of postgraduate and doctoral study programs, as well as
monitoring the execution of the Postgraduate Program budget,

f) exercises any other responsibility specified in the decision establishing the MA.

3.5 MA Secretarial Support

a) The administrative and secretarial support of the MA is provided by an employee
who administratively belongs to the Secretariat of the Department of Foreign Lan-
guages, Translation and Interpreting.

b) Secretarial and administrative support includes, but is not limited to, the prepara-
tion of the candidate admission process, the maintenance of a student register, the
maintenance of the program's financial data, etc. All academic work is carried out
under the responsibility and instructions of the MA Director.

c) The MA, in accordance with applicable legislation, employs external collaborators
for secretarial and administrative support with its own resources, who are again un-

der the supervision of the Department's Secretariat.

Article 4. Duration of studies
4.1 The MA has a duration of study of three (3) semesters. In the first two semesters,
the educational work and research activity are carried out. In the last semester, the

students prepare a thesis.
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4.2 During their studies, the postgraduate students must actively participate in the
activities of the MA, attend the courses provided by the curriculum and make pro-

gress.

Article 5. Suspension of studies

5.1 The program is full-time and candidates are not allowed to study part-time. In
exceptional cases and upon their request, a student may be granted a suspension of
studies after at least one (1) semester of studies, following a proposal by the director
of the Postgraduate Program and a decision by the Postgraduate Program CC. In his
or her application, the student must state the reasons and attach any relevant sup-

porting documents.

Article 6. Structure - Courses - Credit Units

6.1 Each academic year is structured into two semesters of study, the winter and the
spring, each of which includes thirteen (13) weeks of teaching and two (2) weeks of
examinations. The courses of the winter and spring semesters are re-examined dur-

ing the September period.

6.2 A total of ninety (90) credit units (ECTS) are required to obtain a Master’s degree
(MA). During the first semester of study, students attend four compulsory courses.
In the second semester, students attend three compulsory courses and one elective
course. Each of the courses (compulsory and elective) corresponds to 7.5 Credit Units
(ECTS). To obtain a Master's Degree, each postgraduate student must attend and be
successfully examined in all the offered courses of the Master's program and prepare

a Master's Thesis, accumulating ninety (90) credit points.

6.3 The final grade is formed as follows: The Thesis corresponds to 30 % and the
courses to 70% of the final grade. That is, if X is the coefficient resulting from the
average of all courses and Y the coefficient from the thesis, the Degree Grade is based

on the formula:
Degree Grade = (70%) X + (30%) Y

6.4 Program courses:

Courses Short Description

International Cultural Heritage Law: The course introduces students to the law and pol-
itics on the protection of various forms of cultural heritage (tangible, intangible, under-
water, digital). International organisations have developed a regulatory frame-work that
involves international conventions, resolutions and policy-guidelines relat-ing to the
protection of cultural heritage. International cultural heritage law inter-sects with other
bodies of international law such as international human rights law. The course offers an
overview of the legal and institutional framework at universal and regional level and
provides insights into the competing political concerns and in-terests of states and other

stakeholders involved in the protection of cultural heritage.

European Institutions, Financial Instruments and Cultural Heritage: The objective of
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the course is to theoretically and methodologically introduce students to the financial
tools of the European Institutions, of the European Union Bodies, of the decentral-ized
European Union Agencies that support the promotion and the management of the cul-

tural heritage. Lectures will be combined with interactive discussion sessions'.

Management and Marketing of Cultural Heritage: This course is comprised of two
parts. The first focuses on identifying the broad framework of the academic debates on
Cultural Heritage Management, both as a profession and as a field of practice. To this
end, heritage agencies are examined, including their approaches to conservation and
restoration programmes. The second section of the course aims at scrutinising the the-
oretical understandings, processes, and tools of strategic marketing, investigating the
various means and methods through which target audiences can be reached by ways of,

inter alia, advertising and promoting cultural heritage.

Threats and Security in Tourism and Cultural Heritage - Hybrid Threats: The course
draws the linkages between security issues, including conventional as well as
asymetrical threats and challenges, the tourism sector, and the protection of cultural
heritage. Through a case study approach the course will enable students to examine,
identify, and analyse vulnerabilities in tourism and cultural heritage with a view to-
wards countering symmetrical and asymmetrical threats and challenges, including hy-
brid threats. To that end, preventative and mitigating state policies will be exposed and

evaluated under the prism of appropriate theoretical and conceptual frameworks.

Special Issues: Yellow Tourism, Corruption and Organized Economic Crime: The course
introduces students to selected topics that threaten cultural heritage. This course is of-
fering students an in-depth understanding of the legal, political and ethical aspects of
yellow tourism, corruption and organized economic crime and their impact on cultural
heritage. Threats to cultural heritage do not only relate to the physical destruction of
tangible heritage but they may relate to looting, trafficking and sale of cultural property;
financing terrorist and organized criminal rings; organized economic crime; corruption
across many sectors, including the public and the tourism/hospitality sec-tor, or even
“yellow” tourism which may range from criminal behavior of tourists and the negative
impact of tourism on the societal wellbeing to criminality in the tourism sector. The
course looks into relevant international conventions and policies introduced by interna-
tional organisations as well as regional efforts to address the threats posed by yellow

tourism, corruption and organized economic crime on cultural heritage.
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Digital Cultural Heritage: The objective of this course is to theoretically and methodo-
logically introduce students to the multidisciplinary spectrum of Cultural Heritage. The
role of institutional settings in recording, conserving, digitizing tangible material objects
and intangible features and elements will be analysed. With reference to the protection
and preservation of cultural heritage, emphasis will be placed on a) prac-tices, methods
and tools for collection, interpretation and dissemination, b) current trends in imple-
mentation of innovative technologies in museums, libraries etc. c) rel-evant legal frame-

works, instruments, and ethical issues.

Return of Cultural Property: Principles, Processes and Actors: This course deals with the
trafficking of antiquities internationally, focusing on the last 50 years, and especially the
developments in the illicit trade since 2005, using case studies throughout. We will start
with a historical introduction, then we will survey the leading dealers of the interna-
tional market. The central sessions of the course will consider the roles of auction
houses, museums and galleries. Focusing on Greece, Italy, the UK and the USA, we will
discuss the level of proof needed for a successful claim and repatriation, before we ex-
amine various strategies proposed for regulating the market in the future. Lectures will

be combined with interactive discussion sessions.

Economics of Tourism and Cultural Heritage: This course is comprised of two parts. The
first part aims to familiarize students with the basic principles of Tourism Eco-nomic in
a macroeconomic as well as microeconomic level. The second part aims to provide the
students with the basics of economic concepts and methods involved the analysis of

economic problems related to cultural and environmental heritage.

Cultural diplomacy: Culture and Cultural heritage play a significant role in the world of
international relations and international organisations. The course introduces students
to cultural diplomacy, originally a tool of foreign policy employed by States in advancing
their soft power across the international community, and which is now being used by
other actors such as international organisations, cultural institutions, and other stake-
holders (i.e. religious and sports institutions, regions, cities and European Cultural Cap-
itals). The course explores the role of UNESCO and other international organisations in
cultural diplomacy, and various subdomains of cultural diplomacy, including museum

diplomacy, music diplomacy, religious diplomacy, and sports diplomacy.

Intercultural Communication: The course introduces students to core aspects of cul-

ture and conceptualizes notions related to it. The course examines the communication-
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culture interplay. Emphasis is given to the influence of culture on communication in gen-
eral and as it relates to cross-cultural interactions. Finally, there is focus on intercultural
negotiation, and how culture impacts conflict between individuals, cultures, and na-

tions.

International Politics / International Relations: This course is designed to explore key
conceptual frameworks and foundational theoretical approaches to the study of In-ter-
national Relations and International Politics. It provides a comprehensive overview of
the various analytical lenses through which contemporary international challenges and
phenomena can be scrutinised, as well as a fundamental understanding of how the po-

litical sphere and the international system of states function and interact.

Geopolitics of Memory and Cultural Heritage: The course explores the space-time of

"identity," "territoriality," and "cultural heritage" as political phenomena constructed by
and constitutive of the sovereign State. It posits that "time-as-memory" and "space-as-
homeland" have been and continue to be at the core of geopolitical con-testation across
regions and cultures. We test this premise in a range of case studies drawn from Europe,

Asia, and the Middle East & North Africa.

Dissertation Guide: This course aims at providing students with the requisite guide-lines
and appropriate methodological tools to design and pursue independent re-search. In
this regard, the course will emphasise the development of research and writing skills,
towards producing a well-structured, coherent academic dissertation. It intends to ena-
ble students to advance the students’ knowledge base on research techniques and com-
petencies in a systematic manner, including the acquisition of primary and secondary
data, conducting structured interviews, and addressing ethical considerations in re-

search design, among others.

Article 7. Teaching staff

7.1 The teaching of courses, as well as the conduct of seminars, is assigned by decision
of the Department Assembly following a recommendation by the CC of the MA. The
Department of Foreign Languages, Translation and Interpreting has the necessary scien-
tific human resources, faculty members, teaching and laboratory staff, to cover the sci-
entific and teaching needs of the MA. Depending on the needs of the Program, invita-
tions may be made to external collaborators for teaching, lectures, seminars, etc.

7.2 The MA employs, as teachers and supervisors of theses, those defined in article 83

of Law No. 4957/2022 and have a recognized reputation with specialized knowledge or
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relevant experience in the subject matter of the MA, to meet its educational needs. The

teaching assignment is done on an annual (academic) basis using the following criteria:

a) The relevance of the instructor's subject matter (e.g. the subject matter of a faculty
member, the published scientific and research and/or artistic work, etc.) to the content
of the courses to be assigned,

b) The instructor's time availability

c) Any previous evaluations of the instructor by postgraduate students.

7.3 Instructors at the MA may invite scientists and/or artists of international standing or
high specialization to give lectures or seminars within the framework of the courses,

following approval by the Program's CC.

Article 8. Announcement of positions - Participation requirements - Selection
process

8.1 Holders of a first-cycle degree from a Greek or foreign university are admitted to
the Postgraduate Program. By decision of the Postgraduate Program CC, an an-
nouncement in English is published and posted on the Internet for the admission of
postgraduate students to the Postgraduate Program. The announcement includes all
relevant details (dates and place of submission or electronic address for submitting
the application, necessary supporting documents that must accompany it, etc.). The
relevant applications, together with the necessary supporting documents, are sub-
mitted or sent to the Department Secretariat, within a deadline specified in the an-
nouncement, which may be extended by decision of the Postgraduate Program CC.
8.2 The evaluation criteria for candidates are as follows:

(a) Degree grades.

(b) Course grades - and in particular the Bachelor's or Master's thesis - if relevant to
the subject of the Master's degree.

(c) Professional and research experience.

(d) Interview in person or remotely using digital media.

(e) Excellent knowledge of the English language (as presumed within the framework
of the written provisions).

The required supporting documents submitted in physical or electronic form by each
candidate are as follows:

(a) Application for registration (a sample application will be available)

(b) Curriculum vitae

(c) Copy of degree or certificate of completion of studies

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(d) Recognition of the equivalence of their first degree if required by applicable leg-
islation. Certificate of analytical score, in which the degree grade is also indicated (if
the candidates have graduated).

(e) Two letters of recommendation relevant to their research and/or professional ca-
reer.

(f) Copy of Bachelor's or Master's thesis (if any).

(g) Copies of publications in scientific journals, monographs or peer-reviewed confer-
ence proceedings (if any).

(h) Evidence of professional or research activity or certificates of training and further
education (if any).

(i) Copy of English language proficiency certificate in case the first or subsequent de-
gree does not concern an English-speaking study program.

(j) Copy of identity card (EU and EEA countries) or valid passport.

(k) One photograph

8.3 The evaluation of the candidates for the postgraduate program is carried out by
a Candidate Evaluation Committee (CEC), which consists of faculty members of the
Department. The CEC is formed by decision of the Assembly upon recommendation

of the CC-MA. The points awarded to the candidates are as follows:

8.4 The CEC, after receiving the list of candidates from the MA Secretariat, is respon-
sible for their evaluation, according to the above criteria. In the first phase of the
evaluation, it checks whether the candidates meet the basic admission requirements
(Article 8). If these are not met by a candidate, he/she is not evaluated further and is

excluded from the process. Then, the CEC evaluates and ranks the candidates, based

11
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on the score they have obtained, and compiles the evaluation list of candidates. The
evaluation list includes all candidates with their detailed scores in the individual cri-
teria as well as their final score, ranked in order of success. Then, the CEC, after re-
ceiving it, compiles the list of successful candidates and runners-up and recommends
their selection to the Assembly. The list of successful candidates and runners-up in-
cludes only the final score for each candidate, and is ranked in order of success. The
above list is forwarded to the Assembly for ratification.

8.5 The Department Assembly ratifies the evaluation list. In the event that two can-
didates have the same score, priority is given to the candidate with the highest grade
in his/her basic degree (or in the degree with the best grade, if he/she has multiple).
The list of successful candidates and runners-up, after their ratification by the Assem-
bly, is posted on the Department’s notice boards and in electronic form on the De-
partment and Program’s website. Successful candidates are notified to register for
the MA within a specific period of time, determined by the Assembly. A candidate
who does not register within the predetermined period of time loses the right to
register for the MA, unless he/she invokes force majeure or serious illness in his/her
application to the Assembly. In this case, the Assembly examines the reasons invoked
by the candidate and decides accordingly.

8.6 The Secretariat of the MA has at its disposal the evaluation table of the candidates
of the Program and provides information on the performance of the candidates to
the candidates themselves. An objection against the success results may be made
within ten (10) days from the date of the announcement of the results. The objection,
in which the candidate must invoke specific reasons, is finally decided by the Assem-
bly within a reasonable period of time following a relevant recommendation by the
CEC.

Article 9. Study

9.1 At the beginning of each academic semester, within a deadline announced by the
Secretariat of the lonian University, each postgraduate student registers for the Pro-

gram.

9.2 The educational process of the Program is carried out entirely remotely. Distance
education is in no way different from face-to-face education. By utilizing modern dis-
tance learning technologies, such as those provided by the lonian University, the

achievement of the expected goals of the postgraduate program is ensured.

9.3 At the beginning of each period, the timetable for the period is announced, which

includes the days and hours of teaching of the courses, the dates of other events or

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obligations, etc.

9.4 The final evaluation and grading of the individual courses of the Master's Degree
Programme is determined by the Instructor, who may organize, at their discretion,
written examinations, oral examinations or rely on their assignments and presenta-
tions, or on laboratory exercises, or other methods, or a combination of any of the
above. Grading is done on a scale of 0-10: from 0 to 4.99 failing, from 5 to 10 passing.
The course grades are submitted to the Secretariat of the Master's Degree Pro-
gramme within twenty (20) days from the end of the examination period.

9.5 There are three (3) examination periods. The first is set at the end of the winter
semester, the second at the end of the spring semester, while the third, the repeat
examination period, is scheduled for the month of September. If the student fails or
does not attend the winter or spring semester exams for any reason, he/she is exam-
ined in September. If he/she fails or does not attend the September exams as well,
he/she repeats the course in the immediately following academic year, as a final at-
tempt. In the event that he/she fails both the final attempt, he/she is deleted from
the MA and is granted a certificate from the Director with the courses he/she has
completed.

9.6 For each course, a maximum limit of absences is provided, which amounts to 25%
of the total scheduled teaching hours. In case of exceeding this limit, the student is
considered to have failed the course and the student may be expelled. The academic
calendar, as well as the timetable, are prepared under the responsibility of the direc-

tor within the framework of the current academic calendar of the lonian University.

Article 10. Master's thesis

10.1 The Postgraduate Diploma Thesis is prepared under the supervision of a Lec-
turer at the MA (Supervisor) and concerns a subject that is scientifically included in
the specific MA. Each MA thesis must demonstrate advanced theoretical knowledge
and skills, critical thinking, ability to analyze and synthesize problems, and research
ability of the postgraduate student. It may refer to theoretical or applied topics, and
may be carried out in collaboration with a private or public body based in Greece or
abroad that is active in or interested in related subjects.

10.2 At the end of the second semester of each cycle of studies, the Faculty of the
MA submit to the Director of the Department of the MA lists of thematic areas for
Postgraduate Theses, which are made public to the students under the responsibility

of the Director of the MA. The postgraduate students select a thematic area and a

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Supervisor and, with their agreement, submit a relevant application to the Secretar-
iat of the MA. The CC-MA makes an effort to ensure, as far as possible, an equal dis-
tribution of the these among the MA Faculty, appoints the Three-Member Examina-
tion Committees for the theses and submits a relevant proposal to the Department
Assembly for approval. The deadlines within which applications for the preparation
of the theses by students are submitted are determined by the CC-MA.

10.3 The writing of the thesis is done in English.

10.4 The submission of the thesis for examination requires that the student has been
successfully examined in all the courses of the MA.

10.5 The length of the thesis must be 15,000-17,000 words including bibliographic
references.

10.6 The examination of each thesis includes its presentation before the Three-mem-
ber Examination Committee remotely using digital media. The Three-Member Exam-
ination Committee grades the thesis on a special form, which is signed by its three
members and delivered under the responsibility of the Supervising Faculty Member
to the Secretariat of the MA, where it is kept.

10.7 It is permissible to change the thematic area and/or the Supervisor of the thesis.
The relevant application shall indicate the new thematic area of the thesis and/or the
possible new Supervisor, with his/her consent. The application shall be examined and
assessed by the MA CC.

10.8 The examination of the thesis may be conducted during the examination period
of the third semester of the postgraduate student's studies.

10.9 If the postgraduate thesis is approved, but relevant observations and sugges-
tions have been made, the postgraduate student is obliged to take them into ac-
count, to make the necessary amendments and improvements within the time indi-
cated and to submit its final form to the Supervisor. Depending on the form and ex-
tent of the amendments or improvements, the members of the committee may re-
quest to review the text of the thesis or authorize the Supervisor to give final ap-
proval. After reviewing the thesis, the Supervisor submits the relevant grade to the
Secretariat of the MA. The candidate is obliged to submit his/her thesis in printed
and electronic form to the Secretariat of the MA, as well as to the Library of the In-
stitution.

10.10 In the event of an unsuccessful examination of a thesis, the Three-Member
Examination Committee may re-examine it once. The re-examination of the thesis
may take place within a period of one (1) to three (3) months from the date of the

unsuccessful examination and re-examination. In this case, the duration of studies is

14
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extended by three (3) months.

Article 11. Scholarships

11.1 The MA provides 5 scholarships per academic semester to students. The amount
of each scholarship is equal to the amount of tuition fees for one semester. The schol-
arships are awarded based on academic criteria by decision of the Program Coordi-

nating Committee (CC-MA) upon recommendation of the Program Director.

Article 12. Student obligations and rights

12.1 Postgraduate students have all the rights and benefits provided by the currently
applicable legislation for second-cycle students.

12.2 Postgraduate students are required to participate in all activities of each course,
as defined in the relevant detailed program.

12.3 Postgraduate students are invited to participate in and attend research group
seminars, visits to laboratories, conferences, symposia and workshops with a subject
related to that of the MA, lectures or other scientific and educational events of the
MA, etc.

12.4 Consistently respond to all scheduled performance assessment tests scheduled
within the framework of each course (e.g. attending exams and submitting and pre-
senting assignments within scheduled dates, both in person or remotely using digital

media).

Article 13. Awarding of a Postgraduate Diploma

13.1 The student completes the studies for the acquisition of a Postgraduate Diploma
by completing the minimum number of courses and credit units required for its ac-
quisition, as well as the successful completion of the postgraduate thesis. The CC

verifies the completion of the studies in order to grant the Postgraduate Diploma.

13.2 For the award of the diploma, it is required a) the absence of financial arrears
(registration fee debts) and b) the submission to the Secretariat of the MA of certifi-

cates of the absence of arrears from the services of the Institution.

13.3 The awarding of Postgraduate Diplomas takes place at the special ceremony
organized at least twice a year for the awarding of degrees and diplomas of the De-
partments of the School of Humanities and Social Sciences, after consultation with

the administration of the Institution. Postgraduate students who have completed the

15
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obligations of the Postgraduate Diploma may be granted, prior to the awarding, upon

their request to the Program Secretariat, a certificate of completion of studies.

13.4 Upon awarding the Postgraduate Diploma, a Diploma Supplement is also issued
in Greek and English, which contains additional information regarding the Program
(e.g. the nature, level, general educational framework, content and status of studies),
as well as the academic perfromance of the postgraduate student (detailed course

and thesis grades).

Article 14. Sources of funding for the Master's Degree Programme - Tui-
tion fees

14.1 For their participation in the “MA in Security and Cultural Heritage Studies” post-
graduate students pay tuition fees amounting to five thousand (5,000) euros.

14.2 The payment of the fee is made as follows:

a) Upon the announcement of their selection: 1,250 euros for the 1st semester (in
the event of non-final registration, the first installment of the fee paid is not refund-
able, except in the case of students who ultimately did not graduate by the registra-
tion deadline at the end of October).

b) At the beginning of the 2nd semester: 1,250 euros and at the beginning of the 3rd
semester: 2,500 euros. c) Failure to pay the prescribed fees constitutes grounds for
dismissal from the O

In the event of withdrawal, dismissal or unsuccessful completion of studies, tuition
fees already paid are not refunded.

14.3 Other resources of the MA may arise: a) from seeking sponsorships and dona-
tions from cultural and social institutions either at local or national level b) by seeking
alternative sources of funding from relevant funded actions or research programs c)
other legal means.

14.4 An amount corresponding to thirty percent (30%) of the total income derived
from tuition fees is withheld by the Special Account for Research Funds (ELKE). This
amount includes the withholding percentage in favor of the ELKE for the financial
management of the MA.

14.5 When the income of the MA comes from donations, sponsorships and all kinds
of financial aid, bequests or resources from research projects or programs, the with-
holding in favor of ELKE that applies to income from corresponding sources of fund-
ing is made, b) the remaining amount of the total income of the MA is allocated to

cover its operating expenses.

16
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Article 15. Evaluation of the MA

15.1 The MA is evaluated in terms of the quality of its teaching and research work,
the curriculum and other services provided related to its operation, in accordance
with applicable legislation. The evaluation is carried out in accordance with the in-
structions of the Quality Assurance Unit (MODIP) of the lonian University, utilizing
any available information infrastructure.

15.2 In addition to the internal evaluation procedures, they are implemented in ac-
cordance with the provisions of Article 87 of the Law No. 4957/2022 the periodic
evaluation/certification procedures by the National Authority for Higher Education,
where the overall assessment of the work carried out by the MA, the degree of ful-
fillment of the objectives set at the time of its establishment, the degree of its con-
tribution to research, as well as other data related to the assurance and certification

of the quality of the work produced, are evaluated.

Article 16. Student internship

16.1 The MA does not require the completion of an Internship to complete the stud-
ies.

16.2 However, the MA encourages students to pursue an Internship during or after
obtaining their Diploma.

16.3 Through the Erasmus program, MA students have the opportunity for Erasmus+
Placement mobility for internships in international organizations and companies in
the public and private sectors (e.g. in various research institutions, organizations,
companies and enterprises abroad), with the aim of their practical training and spe-

cialization in topics related to the subject of the MA.

Article 17. Mobility

17.1 The MA encourages the mobility of postgraduate students to undertake educa-
tional and research activities

17.2 Due to the educational nature of the MA, the mobility of students envisaged
during their studies is:

a) Mobility of postgraduate students for in-person participation in short-term
courses in the field of their studies.

b) Mobility of postgraduate students for internships within the framework of the

Erasmus Placement programme (see article 16) with the consent of the supervisor

17
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for the preparation of a research project relevant to the topic of the postgraduate
thesis.

17.3 The MA encourages the mobility of educational and teaching staff for their ed-
ucation and training both in matters related to the subjects covered in the curriculum
and in areas related to distance learning.

17.4 The Erasmus Office of the lonian University provides the necessary support to
students and teaching staff who wish to take advantage of the opportunities offered

through mobility programs.

Article 18. Operation of the student complaints and appeals management
mechanism

18.1 The operating regulation for the student complaints and appeals management
mechanism is fully harmonized with the contents of the Operating Regulation for the

Student Complaints and Appeals Management Mechanism of DFLTI.

Article 19. Validity and revision of the study regulations

19.1 This regulation shall enter into force on the date of its approval by the Assembly
of DFLTI.

19.2 The regulation shall be revised upon the proposal of the MA’s CC and approval
by the Assembly of DFLTI.

Article 20. Final Provisions

20.1 For any issues not defined in the applicable legislation, in the Regulation of Post-
graduate and Doctoral Theses of the lonian University or in this Regulation, the com-
petent bodies to decide are the Assembly of DFLTI and the CC of the MA.

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Annex C: Plagiarism policy

Plagiarism is a very serious academic and disciplinary offense for members of the academic
community. Plagiarism is generally defined as “the appropriation of another’s intellectual
property”, and more specifically in the case of academic papers as someone’s attempt to
appropriate the ideas and/or (written) work of someone else. Plagiarism can take some of
the following forms:

1. verbatim copying of part or even the entire intellectual work without the required ci-

tation

2. verbatim translation and appropriation of foreign language texts without the required

citation

3. utilization of diagrams, tables, images, photographs without the appropriate biblio-

graphic reference

4. repeated and systematic misquotation of sources.
In cases where the instructor of a course or the supervisor of the thesis finds evidence of
plagiarism, he/she refers the work, along with the relevant report from the plagiarism de-
tection software (Turnitin), to the Plagiarism and Copying Control Committee (hereinafter
referred to as the EELA). The EELA consists of the Director of the Postgraduate Program as
Chairman and two other members of the teaching staff of the Postgraduate Program who
are appointed at the beginning of each academic year. An alternate member is also ap-
pointed to the EELA in order to replace a member of the committee who has referred a work
for review.
In cases of documented plagiarism, the student must resubmit the thesis, but will be graded
with an excellent grade at 50%. In the event that the same student commits the offense of
plagiarism twice, he/she will be dismissed from the program without a refund of tuition fees
and will be issued a certificate from the Director for the courses he/she has completed.

International Cultural Heritage Law: The course introduces students to the law and pol-
itics on the protection of various forms of cultural heritage (tangible, intangible, under-
water, digital). International organisations have developed a regulatory frame-work that
involves international conventions, resolutions and policy-guidelines relat-ing to the
protection of cultural heritage. International cultural heritage law inter-sects with other
bodies of international law such as international human rights law. The course offers an
overview of the legal and institutional framework at universal and regional level and
provides insights into the competing political concerns and in-terests of states and other

stakeholders involved in the protection of cultural heritage.

European Institutions, Financial Instruments and Cultural Heritage: The objective of
the course is to theoretically and methodologically introduce students to the financial
tools of the European Institutions, of the European Union Bodies, of the decentral-ized
European Union Agencies that support the promotion and the management of the cul-

tural heritage. Lectures will be combined with interactive discussion sessions'.

Management and Marketing of Cultural Heritage: This course is comprised of two
parts. The first focuses on identifying the broad framework of the academic debates on
Cultural Heritage Management, both as a profession and as a field of practice. To this
end, heritage agencies are examined, including their approaches to conservation and
restoration programmes. The second section of the course aims at scrutinising the the-
oretical understandings, processes, and tools of strategic marketing, investigating the
various means and methods through which target audiences can be reached by ways of,

inter alia, advertising and promoting cultural heritage.

Threats and Security in Tourism and Cultural Heritage - Hybrid Threats: The course
draws the linkages between security issues, including conventional as well as

asymetrical threats and challenges, the tourism sector, and the protection of cultural
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heritage. Through a case study approach the course will enable students to examine,
identify, and analyse vulnerabilities in tourism and cultural heritage with a view to-
wards countering symmetrical and asymmetrical threats and challenges, including hy-
brid threats. To that end, preventative and mitigating state policies will be exposed and

evaluated under the prism of appropriate theoretical and conceptual frameworks.

Special Issues: Yellow Tourism, Corruption and Organized Economic Crime: The course
introduces students to selected topics that threaten cultural heritage. This course is of-
fering students an in-depth understanding of the legal, political and ethical aspects of
yellow tourism, corruption and organized economic crime and their impact on cultural
heritage. Threats to cultural heritage do not only relate to the physical destruction of
tangible heritage but they may relate to looting, trafficking and sale of cultural property;
financing terrorist and organized criminal rings; organized economic crime; corruption
across many sectors, including the public and the tourism/hospitality sec-tor, or even
“yellow” tourism which may range from criminal behavior of tourists and the negative
impact of tourism on the societal wellbeing to criminality in the tourism sector. The
course looks into relevant international conventions and policies introduced by interna-
tional organisations as well as regional efforts to address the threats posed by yellow

tourism, corruption and organized economic crime on cultural heritage.

Digital Cultural Heritage: The objective of this course is to theoretically and methodo-
logically introduce students to the multidisciplinary spectrum of Cultural Heritage. The
role of institutional settings in recording, conserving, digitizing tangible material objects
and intangible features and elements will be analysed. With reference to the protection
and preservation of cultural heritage, emphasis will be placed on a) prac-tices, methods
and tools for collection, interpretation and dissemination, b) current trends in imple-
mentation of innovative technologies in museums, libraries etc. c) rel-evant legal frame-

works, instruments, and ethical issues.

Return of Cultural Property: Principles, Processes and Actors: This course deals with the
trafficking of antiquities internationally, focusing on the last 50 years, and especially the
developments in the illicit trade since 2005, using case studies throughout. We will start
with a historical introduction, then we will survey the leading dealers of the interna-
tional market. The central sessions of the course will consider the roles of auction
houses, museums and galleries. Focusing on Greece, Italy, the UK and the USA, we will
discuss the level of proof needed for a successful claim and repatriation, before we ex-

amine various strategies proposed for regulating the market in the future. Lectures will
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be combined with interactive discussion sessions.

Economics of Tourism and Cultural Heritage: This course is comprised of two parts. The
first part aims to familiarize students with the basic principles of Tourism Eco-nomic in
a macroeconomic as well as microeconomic level. The second part aims to provide the
students with the basics of economic concepts and methods involved the analysis of

economic problems related to cultural and environmental heritage.

Cultural diplomacy: Culture and Cultural heritage play a significant role in the world of
international relations and international organisations. The course introduces students
to cultural diplomacy, originally a tool of foreign policy employed by States in advancing
their soft power across the international community, and which is now being used by
other actors such as international organisations, cultural institutions, and other stake-
holders (i.e. religious and sports institutions, regions, cities and European Cultural Cap-
itals). The course explores the role of UNESCO and other international organisations in
cultural diplomacy, and various subdomains of cultural diplomacy, including museum

diplomacy, music diplomacy, religious diplomacy, and sports diplomacy.

Intercultural Communication: The course introduces students to core aspects of cul-
ture and conceptualizes notions related to it. The course examines the communication-
culture interplay. Emphasis is given to the influence of culture on communication in gen-
eral and as it relates to cross-cultural interactions. Finally, there is focus on intercultural
negotiation, and how culture impacts conflict between individuals, cultures, and na-

tions.

International Politics / International Relations: This course is designed to explore key
conceptual frameworks and foundational theoretical approaches to the study of In-ter-
national Relations and International Politics. It provides a comprehensive overview of
the various analytical lenses through which contemporary international challenges and
phenomena can be scrutinised, as well as a fundamental understanding of how the po-

litical sphere and the international system of states function and interact.

Geopolitics of Memory and Cultural Heritage: The course explores the space-time of

"identity," "territoriality," and "cultural heritage" as political phenomena constructed by
and constitutive of the sovereign State. It posits that "time-as-memory" and "space-as-
homeland" have been and continue to be at the core of geopolitical con-testation across

regions and cultures. We test this premise in a range of case studies drawn from Europe,
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Asia, and the Middle East & North Africa.

Dissertation Guide: This course aims at providing students with the requisite guide-lines

and
this

appropriate methodological tools to design and pursue independent re-search. In

regard, the course will emphasise the development of research and writing skills,

towards producing a well-structured, coherent academic dissertation. It intends to ena-

ble students to advance the students’ knowledge base on research techniques and com-

petencies in a systematic manner, including the acquisition of primary and secondary

data, conducting structured interviews, and addressing ethical considerations in re-

search design, among others.
