1. AIM AND SCOPE OF THE PROGRAMME

The object of the program refers to the provision of knowledge and skills
development to learners regarding the management of cultural heritage and tourism
as well as to the complex phenomena related to the above.

The CULTTOUR program is about
introducing  participants to the
concepts, international and national
regulatory frameworks and policies for
cultural heritage and its protection, as
well as identifying, analyzing and
deepening the multiple threats faced
by tangible and intangible cultural
heritage and related activities such as
the various forms of tourism. The
provision of knowledge and
professional specialization is being
accomplished through an approach
based on cultural and socio-economic
parameters.

In particular, the program by following
an interdisciplinary approach to the
various forms of threats, artificial or
natural, highlights, inter alia, issues
related to corruption, crime,
governance and human rights.

The object of the program is to
provide knowledge and develop
negotiation, critical and diplomatic
skills to learners about the concept of
cultural heritage, the dangers, threats
and opportunities associated with it.

Based on the above interdisciplinary
approach to the protection of cultural
heritage and related activities such as
tourism, to date the specific fields of
the program are not adequately
covered by any Greek university,
while in the US and other European
countries these needs are
increasingly being covered by more
and more universities.

The Programme commences with a

MODULES LEARNING OUTCOMES

1. International protection of
human rights, cultural rights and
cultural heritage

Providing Knowledge in the field of international protection
of human rights and familiarization with the under-
estimation of cultural identity and cultural rights at national
and international level.

2. International Organizations:
Policies and actions in the fields
of cultural heritage protection

Provide knowledge in the field of policies and actions
related to the protection of cultural heritage at the
international level. As modern hybrid threats become more
and more common, international organizations are called
upon to respond to the new environment and to formulate
specific actions and policies related to the protection of
cultural heritage.

3. European institutions, funding
tools and cultural heritage

Provide knowledge and analysis of existing institutional and
funding tools at European level for the promotion and
management of cultural heritage.

4. Intangible cultural heritage

Providing knowledge in the field of intangible cultural
heritage. Analysis and interpretation of new trends as well
as threats related to intangible  cultural heritage  at
international level.

5. Cultural heritage, tourism and
security - tackling modern hybrid
threats

Cultural heritage and tourism, very often become vehicles
of modern hybrid threats, such as the illegal transport of
cultural goods and/or the use of tourism for money
laundering activities. This section will develop and interpret
the modern hybrid threats as well as ways to deal with
them.

6. Special Topics: Yellow tourism,
corruption, transnational
organized crime and culture

The field of tourism can be a field where phenomena such
as corruption and transnational organized crime may
penetrate. For these reasons, this section will develop
aspects related to the creation and interpretation of these
phenomena as well as ways to deal with and/ or reduce
them.

7. Cultural heritage and new
technologies [Digital Cultural
Heritage]

Nowadays, cultural heritage can be promoted and
disseminated more easily to the general public mainly
because of the constant evolve of new technologies and
the production of new methods and tools. However, issues
such as ethics, security and others are being raised which
are to be analyzed and discussed in this section.
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8. Economic issues of cultural
heritage management and sustainable
development

The management of cultural heritage, the sale of cultural
goods and the development of tourism are economic
activities and sources of income particularly important for
Greece but also for a large number of countries
internationally. Financial management issues that are a
lever for ensuring sustainable development are the core of
this module.

9. Special conditions in forms of
tourism products: Cruise

Cruise is a special form of tourism which, in addition to its
interest in local economies and the promotion of cultural
heritage, poses risks and presents vulnerabilities that will
be analyzed and presented in this module.

10. Diplomacy of cultural heritage -
return of cultural goods

Provide knowledge on the concept of diplomacy on cultural
heritage, the benefits and difficulties that arise as well as
the critical approach on the concept of return of cultural
goods. In the framework of this module, case studies will be
developed and analyzed with the participation of all
trainees.

11. Intercultural Communication

In addition to regulatory frameworks and language skills,
the approach to the protection of cultural heritage and the
sustainability of industries such as tourism through the
exchange of views and information requires the ability to
communicate based on an understanding of different
cultures, values and culture of others. This module will
provide the necessary framework for understanding
diversity and examine ways to integrate and manage them.
