“Digital Technologies, Common European Cultural Heritage and Sustainable
Development”

The International Conference “Digital Technologies, Common European
Cultural Heritage and Sustainable Development” was organized by the lonian
University in the context of the Irschen Program (KA2 Action Erasmus+). It took
place on March 21, 2023, in the Eva Laskari Hall at the Historical Public Library of
Corfu in the OIld Fortress of Corfu, Greece. The Conference aimed to stress the
necessity of digital tools in highlighting Europe's Cultural Heritage, in strengthening
our common European identity, and thus in promoting Sustainable Development.

The Conference was greeted by the Vice-Rector for Research and
Development Professor Christina Beneki and the Head of the Department of History
Associate Professor Foteini Vaki. In addition the Conference was also greeted by the
